2012 Service Rifle Match Schedule 
(Match Range will be closed to other shooting during the match)
Division I – Unaltered general issue service rifle from any country used up to and including the Korean War.

Division II – Unaltered general issue (or civilian version) from any country used after the Korean War.
All PCSC safety rules will apply unless noted in the pre-match safety briefing.  Each match will have “match specific” safety rules which will also be explained in the pre-match safety briefing.  All competitors are required to attend the pre-match safety briefing. Safety violations by any competitor could result in disqualification.
Slings – The use of a rifle sling is authorized except when shooting the offhand position.  When shooting offhand the sling must be removed or pulled up tight on the rifle.
Entry fee for each Service Rifle Match is based on the match type and is listed after the match description below. All shooting will be with “open” or “iron sights” unless otherwise noted in the match description. 

Once again this year there will be two Civilian Marksmanship Program (CMP) sanctioned matches.  Details on these two CMP matches may be found on the CMP website, www.odcmp.com/
#1 Saturday, February 11, 2012: starting at 10 AM, registration starting at 9 AM – A Modified John C. Garand match.  200 yards prone in two relays, one relay up to 15 rounds timed slow fire, 5 sighters and 10 shots for score  (7 minutes prone position only)* and one relay 10 rounds rapid fire (90 seconds). 200 yards sitting in two relays, one relay 10 rounds timed slow fire (5 minutes) and one relay 10 rounds rapid fire (90 seconds).  200 yards offhand two relays, one relay 10 rounds timed slow fire (5 minutes) and one relay 10 rounds rapid fire (90 seconds).  Open to Division I and II rifles, fired on the “C” Range using the SRC target center. Awards for 1st, 2nd, and 3rd place in each division.  *Five sighter shots allowed on first stage only see note at bottom of schedule. Entry fee $10 per gun entered.
#2 Saturday, March 10, 2012: starting at 10 AM, registration starting at 9 AM – An Urban Rifle Match, fifty rapid fire shots from three different barriers shot 20, 10 and 20 rounds.  A shoot and move match where accuracy and speed are scored. Four classes; 1) detachable magazine rifles open sights,  2) detachable magazine rifles optical sights, 3) M1 Garands, 4) bolt action rifles. All firing will be on the “B” Range using the B27E target.  Detachable magazine classes (new times) will have 2 minutes, M1 Garands will have 5 minutes and bolt class will have 6 minutes to complete the course of fire. Awards for 1st, 2nd, and 3rd place in each class.  Entry fee $10 per gun entered.
#3 Saturday, April 14, 2012: CMP sanctioned match a John C. Garand Match, starting at 10 AM, registration starting at 9 AM, fired on the “C” Range using the SRC target center. Thirty five (35) rounds fired (30 for score) in the prone, rapid prone, and offhand position. Certificates will be awarded for the top three competitors in the M1 Garand Division, US Bolt Division (Model 1903 and Model 1917), and the Foreign Bolt Division. Official CMP Achievement pins awarded to those who qualify. 
Entry fee $10 per gun entered.
#4 Saturday, May 12, 2012: starting at 10 AM, registration starting at 9 AM – The Rattle Battle three position match, ten shots each rapid fire (90 seconds), prone 250 yards, kneeling or sitting 200 yards and 150 yards offhand all fired on the “C” Range, B27E target.  Open to Division I and II rifles.  Awards for 1st, 2nd, and 3rd place in each division.  Five sighter shots allowed on first stage only see notes at bottom of schedule. Entry fee $10 per gun entered.
#5 Saturday, June 09, 2012: A CMP sanctioned John C. Garand Match, starting at 10 AM, registration starting at 9 AM CMP sanctioned match a John C. Garand Match, starting at 10 AM, registration starting at 9 AM, fired on the “C” Range using the SRC target center. Thirty five (35) rounds fired (30 for score) in the prone, rapid prone, and offhand position. Certificates will be awarded for the top three competitors in the M1 Garand Division, US Bolt Division (Model 1903 and Model 1917), and the Foreign Bolt Division. Official CMP Achievement pins awarded to those who qualify. 

Entry fee $10 per gun entered.
#6 Saturday, August 11, 2012: at 10 AM, registration starting at 9 AM – Three Position 100 yard Match fired on the “B” Range.  Ten rounds each; prone, kneeling or sitting and offhand, timed fire (ten minutes per ten round stage) on SR-1 target. Open to Division I and II rifles plus a third class for this match only; Class III – US Carbine Cal.30 M1. The carbine class will be for US GI carbines or their civilian equivalent.  Awards for 1st, 2nd, and 3rd place in each of the three divisions.  Five sighter shots allowed on first stage only see notes at bottom of schedule.  Entry fee $10 per gun entered.
#7 Sunday, September 08, 2012: starting at 10 AM, registration starting at 9 AM - Three Gun Urban Rifle Match.  Rifles shot left and right hand from barriers including prone and all under the pressure of being timed.  Moving to short range to shoot a handgun (right and left hand) and finally a shotgun to stop the clock! Three classes; 1) detachable magazine rifles open sights and detachable magazine rifles optical sights, 2) M1 Garands, 3) bolt action rifles. All firing will be on the “B” Range using the B27E target. Yep, you’ll have to toss that grenade again!  New times as follows: detachable magazine rifles will have 4 minutes, M1 Garands will have 7 minutes and bolt action rifles will have 8 minutes to complete the course of fire.  Awards for 1st, 2nd, and 3rd place in each of the three classes. Entry fee $10 per gun entered.
#8 Saturday, October 13, 2012: starting at 10 AM, registration starting at 9 AM – Match “A” 200 yard prone match, timed fire shot in one 15 minute relay of twenty rounds fired on the “C” Range, SRC target.  Open to Division I and II rifles.  Awards for 1st, 2nd, and 3rd place in each division. Five sighter shots allowed on first stage only see notes at bottom of schedule. Entry fee $10 per gun entered.
Match “B” The Deer Hunter – five shots in two minutes on a target provided at 250 yards, prone sitting or standing, your choice, any rifle legal in Texas for deer hunting, any sight, any rest, highest score gets a trophy. Entry fee $2 per rifle entered.
#9 Saturday, November 10, 2012:  Match “A” Vintage Sniper Team Match. This is a modified approach to the new CMP Vintage Sniper Team competitions. In contrast to the strict CMP rules, the PCSC will allow (1) “non-gunsmithing” scope mounts on the Division I rifles, and (2) period correct variable power scopes (i.e. 3 x 9 power) scopes to be set at the appropriate magnification correct to original WWII sniper rifles. This procedure is governed by the “Honor System” to compete at the period correct scope magnifications.

Please note, sand bag rests or rifle slings may be used in the Vintage Sniper Team Match…but not both!

Starting at 10 AM, registration begins at 9 AM. Division I vintage service rifles with period correct optics are allowed, as well as those who wish to shoot open sights. The course of fire will consist of each team member firing 10 rounds at 200 yard targets; one being a 300/ 200yd reduced target, the second being a 600/ 200yd target. Teams will be given a FIVE (5) minute preparation period.  Each team member will then be given a TEN (10) minute time period in which they may fire 10 rounds for scoring.

At the end of the 300/ 200yd reduced target period, “CEASE FIRE” will be called by the RSO, the ECI will be placed in the firearm and the shooter and spotter will switch roles. Teams will be given a FIVE (5) minute preparation time period to swap positions for the second team shooter to compete. 

When registering, competitors will be required to list the type of rifle, scope, scope magnification and rifle caliber they will be shooting in the match.  Awards for each team member on the 1St, 2nd and 3rd place teams.  Entry fee $10 per gun entered.
Match “B” The Sniper Match – This is an “Open Class” match for individuals who wish to compete with any center fire rifle under .50 caliber, any optic, any bipod or one sand bag or range bag or a sling. After a brief intermission at the conclusion of Match “A”, sniper targets will be set. Snipers will shoot 10 rounds for score in 10 minutes. Trophies to the 1st, 2nd and 3rd place snipers.  The U.S. Coast Guard “hostage/bad guy” target will be used where hits on the hostage will deduct points from your score. Entry fee $10 per gun entered.  

General Rules for 2012
· No competitor may win more than one award in a class or division each match.

· No competitor may win more than one of the three championship titles.

· All guests must sign a “Waiver of responsibly” prior to competing per PCSC club rules.

· Championships will be decided on a total aggregate score system as follows:

Overall Championship awarded to the competitor that accumulates the highest combined total score in the two divisions.

Division I Championship awarded to the competitor that accumulates the highest total score in Division I.

Division II Championship awarded to the competitor that accumulates the highest total score in Division II.

Examples
1. Contestant #1 enters two different Division I rifles and has the highest and second highest scores in the match.  He will win the Division I first place award with the highest score but, will not win the second place award which will go to the next highest score and so on.  This is being done to spread out the awards to our shooters.

2. A contestant enters both divisions in a match. His score with each rifle will count toward the championship of each division and the total of the two scores will count toward the overall championship.  If a shooter enters two rifles in the same division as in example #1, the highest score of the two will count toward the championship.

Shooter “A” enters two different AR-15 Division II rifles in a match and scores 360x400 with one and 390x400 with rifle two.

Shooter “B” enters one M1A Division II rifle and scores 350x400.  Shooter “A” wins first place with his 390x400 score and shooter “B” wins second place with his 350x400.

Shooter “A’s” 390x400 will be the score posted for the Division II Championship.  Shooter “B’s” 350x400 would of course be posted as his score in the championship race.

Shooter “A” above also entered a Division I rifle and scores 359x400.  His championship scoring would be as follows;

Shooter A      Division I          Division II     Overall

 Match 1        359                    390                749 (359+390) the 360 score is tossed out.

 Match 2        562                    530                1092 and so on.

Shooter B  

Match 1         0 did not enter   350                350 *

Match 2         570                    540                1110 and so on.

*Remember this is the overall championship, how could one be an overall champion if one does not shoot in both divisions?
All Service Rifle Matches are open to PCSC members and quests.  All guests must sign a “Waiver of responsibly” prior to competing per PCSC club rules. All general club safety rules will apply.  All rifles will have ‘open bolt flags’ installed when not in use.  Only competitors and Range Safety Officer allowed on the firing line during the match relays, spectators must stay behind the firing line. Competitors may enter more than one rifle in different divisions or classes (pay entry fee for each) and each will be treated a separate entry. 
Note:

Starting with the 2011 Service Rifle Match season up to five sighter shots will be allowed in certain matches.  The sighter shots must be used in the first stage of the match.  Example: the first stage of shooting requires 10 shots of a total of 30 shots in the match. Up to 5 sighter shots may be fired in the first stage, so the target could potentially have 35 bullet holes at the end of the match.  The target would be scored by counting the best 30 scoring shots.  The sighter shots are not required nor must the contestant shoot all 5 sighter shots.  If the contestant shoots less than five sighter shots the best 
30 shots (in the example) would be counted.
