Parker County Sportsman Club General Rules
  Revision date:  Oct. 2008

1. The normal membership is a family membership, which includes the member; his or her spouse and dependent children under age 18 living with them.  The member is given a gate key and a badge to be worn at all times while on club property.  The spouse and children may accompany the member for shooting activities and are not considered guests.  The member is responsible for their actions.

2. Parker County Sportsman Club is for the use of all the members.  Treat it with care and respect.

3. Theft or abuse of club property shall be reported.  Take down vehicle license plate number for report.

4. Gate will be kept locked and Sign In sheet will be used upon entry and again when leaving.  Please print all requested information.

5. The first member in each day shall raise the Red Flag to indicate that ranges are in use.  The last member to leave shall lower the Red Flag and return it to its storage container.

6. The use of alcohol and/or illegal drugs is forbidden on the Range and anyone who has taken them shall not be on club property.

7. Please keep the Restroom doors closed and report any water leaks A. S.A.P.   Phone 817-441-8516

8. Willful destruction of Club property, shooting at target frames, frame holders, shooting at non-approved targets, digging in berms, driving off graveled area etc. may result in loss of membership.

9. The Club has designated specific members to be Safety Officers.  These members shall wear orange hats with PCSC SAFETY OFFFICER on them.  These members will know the rules and any amendments.  Every member of our club is still responsible for his safety as well as the safety of other members and guests.

10. Shooting hours are from legal sun up to legal sunset as published in the daily newspaper.

11. All minors 17 years of age or younger must be accompanied by an adult member,

12. Please keep the ranges and boating area clean.  Pick up trash and brass.  Dispose of fish and bait properly.  Place trash and used targets in the trashcans.

13.  Wildlife found on the range shall not be shot at, trapped, baited or disturbed.

Parker County Sportsman Club General Range Rules

Revision Date:  Oct. 2008

1. Gun Safety is our Primary Objective

A.  The 1st law of gun safety
Treat all guns as if they are loaded.

B.   The 2nd law of gun safety
Never point a gun at anything you do not intend to shoot.

C. The 3rd law of gun safety
      Always be sure of your target and what is beyond it.

D. The 4th law of gun safety
Keep your finger off the trigger until your sights are on the target.

2. All shooters and non-shooters shall wear protective glasses and proper hearing protection when near a HOT firing line.

3. Club organized events will be posted at the range, on the club website and in printed mail outs.  No other firing will be done on the ranges in use unless permitted by the Match Director.

4. Full auto weapons are not allowed on any range.  This includes the use of crank fires, springs, hell fires etc.

5. Rapid firing in an uncontrollable manner is prohibited. (Unable to stay on target.)

6.  Only shoot at the following approved targets.

a. Paper targets

b. Clay birds placed on the berm no higher than 7 feet from the bottom of the berm.

c. Steel plates, plastic jugs filled with water, bowling pins and spinners placed in the containment houses.

d. Clay birds thrown into the air on the Shotgun range.

e. Shotgun patterning boards on the Shotgun range.

7. Bullets must impact the berm.

8. No shooting at any targets placed on the ground (tin cans, rocks, bottles, etc.).

9. The member must remove all trash from the containment house (plastic jugs etc.) when done shooting.
10.  When making the range SAFE, place Safety Flag or Sign in front of the firing line benches before going downrange.  Remove this Flag or Sign before declaring the line HOT.

11. When any range is made SAFE in preparation for people going down range, all firearms must be unloaded with actions open or unloaded and cased.  

12. There is to be NO handling of firearms when the range is made SAFE and all people are to remain behind the RED line until the range is declared HOT.

13. The range may NOT be made HOT until everyone has returned from downrange.

14. Some black powder safety requirements are:

a. Keep powder capped.

b. No smoking in the proximity of loading area.

c. Leave caps off until ready to shoot.

d. Keep the guns on half cock.

15. No .50 caliber BMG ammunition is allowed.

16. Do not handle other people’s equipment with out their permission.

17. All paper targets shall be centered on the target frame

18. Treat others with respect and be patient

.

19. Suspend and cease-fire at 20-minute intervals for target

   
changes unless all shooters agree otherwise.

23.  Shoot in your designated lane only.  Benches and target have the same numbers in a designated lane.  Do not fire diagonally across firing lanes.
Parker County Sportsman Club Specific Range Rules

Revision Date:  Oct. 2008

Range A  (50 Yard range)
1. Rifles or shotguns firing slugs may be fired on this range at the 50-yard paper targets only.

2. No High-energy magnum, bottleneck or rifle ammunition may be fired at the 25-yard targets in the containment houses.  This is not the place to sight in rifles.

3. The 25-yard containment houses can be used for rifles and carbines firing traditional pistol caliber ammunition (45 ACP, 38 Special, 9 MM etc.).  The exception to this rule is the .30 caliber M1 Carbine that may be fired here.

4. Shoot at steel plates from marked position to maintain proper distance and wear Safety Glasses.

5. Firearms placed on the bench shall be unloaded with actions open:

a. Double action revolvers
Cylinder rotated open

b. Single action revolvers
Cylinders removed or cased

c. Semi-auto pistols
Magazines removed and slides locked to the rear

d. Muzzle loading pistols 
Placed on half cock with out caps.


Range B  (100 Yard Range)

1. The only pistols that may be fired on this range are Hunter type or Silhouette pistols firing Magnum or bottleneck cartridges.

2 Slugs may be fired from shotguns on this range.

Parker County Sportsman Club Specific Range Rules

(Cont.)

Range C  (250 Yard Range)

1. The only pistols that may be fired on this range are Hunter type or Silhouette pistols firing Magnum or bottleneck cartridges.

2. Do not place targets closer than 150 yards on this range.  Target frame holders will be maintained at 150 yards, 200 yards and 250 yards.

3. No rim fire ammunition is allowed on this range.

Range D
(Shotgun Range)

1. No rifles or pistols may be fired on this range.

2. No shot larger than 7 ½ is allowed for clay birds.

3. Larger size shot may be fired at the shotgun patterning board.

4. Do not fire shotgun slugs at this range.
5. Use CAUTION when using the hand traps to avoid personal injury.  If in doubt as to the proper operation of them, please ask for assistance.

6. Shotguns will be patterned on the Shotgun Patterning board only.  The firing line will be located between 27 yards and 40 yards from the Patterning Board.

7. Shotgun swing will not exceed RED Safety Zone Markers.

Range F  (New Pistol Range)

1. No pistols with barrels longer than 8 ½ inches allowed.

2. Calibers up to and including .44 Magnums and .45 Long Colt may be fired on this range. Any caliber more powerful than .44 magnum is not allowed.

3. 22 rim fire rifles are the only rifles allowed on this range.

4. Prone shooting is only allowed with Board approval and only when supervised.

5. No shooting from the holster on this range.

6. Paper targets and clay birds placed on the berm are the only targets authorized on this range.
Parker County Sportsman Club Guest Policy
Revised date:  Oct.  2007

1. A guest is anyone a member brings to the range with the intention of allowing them to shoot and is not covered under the normal membership. 

2. The member is responsible for his guests and his guest’s actions.

3. Members may only bring non-members to events 

open to the public.  These are new member Orientation Classes, stated matches, and Swap Meets.

4. A Guest membership is required for shooting.
5. A Guest membership comes with a separate badge to be worn by the person shooting.

6. The member must accompany all guests while handling firearms.

7. Guest Membership allows the member to bring multiple guests to the range as often as he/she wishes.  However, for safety reasons, only one guest may be allowed to fire at a time.

 ARTICLE I: NAME

        SECTION 1. The name of this club shall be” The Parker County Sportsman Club ” and is hereinafter referred to as the Club.
 ARTICLE II: OBJECTIVES

      SECTION 1. The objectives of this Club are to promote and foster:

A. Cooperation with National, State, and local governments and societies in the conservation and improvements of wildlife, wildlife areas, and wildlife resources.

B. Harmonious relationships between sportsmen and landowners in Parker County and its surrounding territories. 

C. The shooting sports.

D. Hunter safety.

E. The fishing sports.

      SECTION 2. The Club shall be non-sectarian, non-political, and shall not participate in any political campaigns or promote the candidacy of any person or persons seeking public office.

SECTION 3. The Club shall be a non-profit organization and shall have no capital gain.  

 SECTION 4. All monies, bequests, or donations earned, collected or in any manner received by the Club shall be used in accordance with the objectives of the Club and shall be disbursed and expended under the direction of the Governing Board, hereinafter referred to as the Board.

ARTICLE III: MEMBERSHIP

        SECTION 1.  Any person eighteen (18) years of age or older is eligible for regular membership.  This membership shall allow the members spouse and children under 18 to use the Clubs facilities when accompanied by the card-carrying member. Voting privileges are limited to card-carrying members.

         SECTION 2. A member may be expelled from the organization at the discretion of the Board for any reason whatsoever that is considered detrimental to the Club by                               the Board. An expelled member can appeal in person to the membership at the next regular meeting of the Club.  The appeal shall be voted on by ballot and a majority vote of the membership present shall cover the results.

         SECTION 3. Any person desiring to join the Club may obtain an application from any officer, director, or designated business establishment.


SECTION 4.  A regular member at the stated price may

purchase a Guest membership.  A Guest Membership allows a 

member to bring multiple guests to the range but only one 

Guest is allowed to shoot at a time.  The Regular Member is 

responsible for all the guests that he/she brings.


SECTION 5. In recognition of outstanding services to 

the Club, a maximum of 5 members may be elected each 

year to have a one-year free membership.

ARTICLE IV: OFFICERS AND 

DIRECTORS

         SECTION. 1 Number and Election

A. The officers of the Club shall be a president, vice-president, a secretary, and a treasurer.

B. The officers of the Club are to be elected for one-year terms of office. No officer may hold more than two (2) consecutive terms.

C. The Club shall have eight (8) directors to serve 

      
 with the officers on the Governing Board.

D. The directors are elected for two (2) year terms.


 Director’s terms are staggered so that four 


directors are elected annually.

E. The officers and directors shall constitute the 


Board.

F. No individual shall hold more than one office at a

  
 time.

G. All officers and directors must be members of the Club.

H. All Officers and Directors who attend nine (9) of the twelve (12) monthly meetings will be eligible to receive a free Family  membership plus a Guest membership for the following year.

I. The Manager is to receive a free Family membership plus a Guest membership.

ARTICLE V: DUTIES OF OFFICERS AND DIRECTORS

SECTION 1. The President shall:

A. Preside at all meetings.

B. Appoint a chairperson for each committee of the Club.

C. By virtue of his office is a member of all committees of the Club.

 SECTION 2. The Vice-President shall:

A. In the absence of the president, assume the duties of the president.

  SECTION 3. The Secretary shall:

A. Attend all meetings..

B. Countersign all checks written and signed by the treasurer.

C. In the absence of the President and Vice-President assume the duties of the President.

D. In the absence of the Manager, shall maintain the minutes for the meetings.

 Section 4  The Treasurer shall:

A. Attend all meetings.

B. Be custodian of all monies of the Club.

C. Maintain a record of all financial transactions in a recognizable accounting form.

D. Make a monthly report of the Club’s accounts.

E. Make disbursements at the direction of the board.  The disbursements shall be made by the medium of a check signed by the treasurer and the countersigned by the secretary.

F. In the absence of the President, Vice-President and Secretary shall assume the duties of the President.

Section 5.  Administrative Manager is a paid position created by the Board for maintaining continuity within the club.   This position does not have any vote on the Board.

Attend all meetings

B. Have custody of all the books, papers, and records of the Club.

C. Conduct all correspondence of the Club

D. Maintain the minutes of the meetings

E. Give proper notice of all meetings of the Club

ARTICLE VI: DUTIES OF THE BOARD
 The Board shall have the authority and responsibility to:

1. Manage and transact all business of the Club.

2. Adopt and make known publicly, views and policies consistent with Article II of this constitution.

3. Adopt standing rules.

4. Establish long-range plans.

5. Represent the Club in legal proceedings.

6. Adopt a corporate resolution for the presentation 



to the membership on recommendations of 

purchase, sale, lease, mortgage of real property, or any disposition of assets of the Club.                 

7. Establish Rules and Regulations for use of Club facilities.

8.       Establish indemnification policy. The Club shall pay for the expense of the bonding.  

9. Establish annual membership dues and any other fees as deemed necessary by the Board.

10. Approve all committee chairpersons.     
ARTICLE VII: DUES
   SECTION 1.  

 A.  Annual dues of active membership shall be payable 

       annually in advance.

 B.  A membership card and range key shall be delivered 

       to each member of the Club upon receipt of payment 

       of dues.

  C.  Renewal of membership will be attained upon 

      payment of dues and approval by the Board.

        Special meetings of the Club may be called by:

A. The President

Or

B.  Written request to the Board by ten (10) members in good standing.  The request must state the objective of the meeting.
ARTICLE IX: NOMINATIONS AND ELECTIONS

          SECTION 2. At the September Membership Meeting, the floor will be opened for nominations from the floor to add to the ballot, and the Club will approve the ballot subject to no future additions, by a majority vote of the members present.

        SECTION 3. At the October Membership Meeting, there shall be a roll call of all eligible voters present. Then a vote on the approved ballot will constitute the election of the Officers and Directors.

       SECTION 4. The Officers and Directors will be installed and assume their duties at the January Board Meeting.
      SECTION 5. Any vacancy in an elective office shall be filled for its unexpired term by a majority vote of the Board.

      SECTION 6. All elected Officers and Directors of the Club shall be:

a. Active in Club affairs,

b. Members in good standing,

c. Of good and respectable character, and dedicated to the conformity with the constitution and by-laws of the Club

        SECTION 7. Should any Officer or Director of the Club fail to fulfill his or her obligation, as determined by the Board, they may be removed from the Board by a two-thirds majority vote, at the next Board Meeting.  There must be a quorum present for this meeting.  

        SECTION 8. Any Officer or Director of the Club that fails to attend three Board Meetings may be removed from the Board by a two-thirds majority vote at the next Board meeting.  .  There must be a quorum present for this meeting.  

ARTICLE X: ORDER OF BUSINESS  

    SECTION 1. "Robert's Rules of Order" shall govern the deliberations of all meetings of the Club unless specific exceptions are made herein.

ARTICLE XI: AMENDMENTS
