Information, Rules, and Course of Fire
Firearms and Scopes
Firearms for the PCSC Vintage Sniper Rifle match will be original issue or replica sniper rifles originally issued through the Korean War (appox. 1953). Any rifle currently allowed in the CMP Garand, Springfield or Foreign Vintage Rifle matches with mounted optics, or open sights may be used in the competition. Rifles may be re-barreled but must be in original caliber and contour. Rifles shall be in as issued condition, no fiberglass stocks, no bedding, no after-market triggers and no artificial weight added to the rifle. 

IMPORTANT!!! PCSC SNIPER RIFLE MATCH ALLOWANCES VS. CMP RULES
1.  “No Gunsmithing” scope mounts are allowed to preserve the originality of our firearm investments. For those wishing to build a “sniper rifle reproduction”, period original mounts or reproduction mounts are approved. The scope rings may be of a diameter other than original to accommodate a scope listed in the table below for each rifle. The following table lists the legal rifles and scope combinations for this competition. For the PCSC match, scopes may be original, reproduction, or “period correct” variable power scopes.
2.  In keeping with the spirit of the competition, scopes must have comparable optic reticles to the originals, i.e. German “three-post” designs, basic cross-hairs, etc. Modern optics with Mil-Dots, lighted reticles, side-focus features are NOT ALLOWED.
3.  Variable power scopes with early reticles are allowed. Prior to the match, the scope will be set to the “power” listed for each rifle below by the Match Director or associate at registration; the “honor system” is in play to keep the agreed “x” setting during the match.

Pattern 14 Enfield, Model 1917 – Aldis 3X
1903 Springfield (through January, 1941) - Any Unertl 6X or 8X with 1 – 1.5” objective, Lyman Junior Target spot 6X or 8X, Leatherwood Malcom 3X or 6X, Winchester A5, Lyman 5A. Any scope up to 8X with an objective no larger than 1.5” with external adjustments only. No recoil springs on scopes allowed.
1903A4 (1903A3) - Weaver 330C, K2.5, K3, M73, M81, M82, M84, Lyman Alaskan
M1C, M1D - M81, M82, M84, Stith-Kollmorgan 4X, Lyman Alaskan, Weaver K2.5, K3, K4
Please note: Additional vintage military service optic/ sniper rifles will be considered for competition at registration. 

Ammunition
Legal ammunition will be military surplus Ball or match ammunition. Commercial ammunition loaded with FMJ, soft point or match style projectiles. Match handloads using FMJ, soft point or match style projectiles are allowed. No tracer, armor piercing or incendiary type ammunition or projectiles may be used. 

Shooting equipment: All normally used match shooting equipment and apparel may be used, shooing mat, coat, glove, sling, spotting scope, etc. Teams may use sand bags/ composite bag rests for the competition; hard wooden block rests are not allowed. No rear rest may be used. The Team shooter may select the use of a rifle sling or the use of the sand bag/ composite bag rest for the competition, but MAY NOT USE BOTH. A strap-on or lace-on cheek piece may be used if desired. No permanently attached cheek piece may be used unless it was original to the gun (i.e. British No4 MkI (T) Enfield). No bipods or other mechanical means of support may be used.

NOTE: PCSC SNIPER MATCH COURSE OF FIRE AND TIMES ALLOWED 
DIFFER FROM OFFICIAL CMP-SANCTIONED RULES
All firing will be done from the prone position. The competition will consist of two man teams. One will serve as the shooter while the other serves as observer/ spotter. After the first shooter fires the team members will switch roles and the observer/ spotter will shoot while the other team member serves as observer/ spotter. 
The course of fire will consist of each team member firing 15 rounds at the 300/ 200yd reduced target (10 rounds for scoring), the second being 10 rounds fired at 600/ 200yd target. Teams will be given a FIVE (5) minute preparation period between stings of fire.  Each Team Member will submit a 300/ 200yd and a 600/ 200yd target for their total score. The Team Members scores will be added to determine the total Team Score for the competition.

Stage One – TWO 300/ 200YD TARGETS WILL BE STAGED FOR EACH INDIVIDUAL TEAM MEMBER, with a target frame space between Team frames, allowing for three (3) Teams to compete during each string of fire. 
Each Team will be given a TEN (10) minute preparation period before each stage of fire. Each team member will then be given a FIFTEEN (15) minute firing period to fire FIFTEEN (15) rounds, with TEN (10) rounds for scoring on the 300/ 200yd target.
Shooters will be alerted by the RSO of the time at the “5 MINUTES REMAINING” and 
“2 MINUTES REMAINING” period. 
The command “Remove ECI, Load and Standby” will be given prior to the call to “COMMENCE FIRING”
AFTER EACH SHOOTER COMPLETES FIRING ON HIS SPECIFIC 300/ 200yd TARGET, a “CEASE FIRE” will be called by the RSO, the ECI will be placed in the firearm and the shooter and spotter will switch roles. Teams will be given a FIVE (5) minute preparation time period to swap positions for the second team to shoot.  
The command “Remove ECI, Load and Standby” will be given prior to the call to “COMMENCE FIRING”. At the end of the 300/ 200yd reduced target period, the order to “CEASE FIRE” will be called by the RSO, the ECI’s will be placed in the firearm, the range will be made “COLD”, and a Team Member will go downrange and install two 600/ 200yr reduced for Stage Two.

Stage Two – TWO 600/ 300yd TARGETS WILL BE STAGED FOR EACH INDIVIDUAL TEAM MEMBER
Each Team will be given a TEN (10) minute preparation period before each stage of fire. Each team member will then be given a TEN (10) minute firing period to fire TEN (10) rounds for scoring on the 600/ 200yd target.
Shooters will be alerted by the RSO of the time at the “5 MINUTES REMAINING” and “2 MINUTES REMAINING” period. The command “Remove ECI, Load and Standby” will be given prior to the call to “COMMENCE FIRING”
AFTER EACH SHOOTER COMPLETES FIRING ON HIS SPECIFIC 600/ 200yd TARGET, a “CEASE FIRE” will be called by the RSO, the ECI will be placed in the firearm and the shooter and spotter will switch roles. Teams will be given a FIVE (5) minute preparation time period to swap positions for the second team to shoot.  
The command “Remove ECI, Load and Standby” will be given prior to the call to “COMMENCE FIRING”. At the end of the 600/ 200yd reduced target period, the order to “CEASE FIRE” will be called by the RSO, the ECI’s will be placed in the firearm, the range will be made “COLD”,

After both team members complete shooting both the 300/ 200 and 600/ 200 targets the order to “CEASE FIRE” will be called by the RSO, the ECI will be placed in the firearm, the range will be made “COLD”, and the next team “ON DECK” may proceed downrange to retrieve the prior team’s 600/ 200yd targets and attach their clean 
300/ 200yd targets to their two chosen Team Member target frames.

When registering, competitors will be required to list the type of rifle, scope and caliber they will be shooting in the match. If a variable power scope is used, the Match Director will assign maximum scope “power” setting for the match based on the CMP correct rifle/ scope pairings. As stated earlier, WE WILL BE USING THE “HONOR SYSTEM” DURING OUR PCSC SNIPER MATCH IN REGARD TO KEEPING YOUR SCOPE SET AT THE AGREED, PERIOD CORRECT “X” POWER RATING (I considered attaching a colored “paster” on the correct scope power setting for the match, but the adhesives have the potential of discoloring the scope tubes so the “honor system” is in play.)
