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Script for Safety Briefing Saturday 6/11/2011
Introductions

Introduce PCSC Service Rifle personnel and duties.

Brief comments on PCSC Riflemen and matches - thank attendees.

Safety Briefing by NRA Range Safety Officer/Range Master (Ron Woods or designee acting under his direct supervision)
If any shooters are carrying a pistol, please lock it in your vehicle at this time; you cannot be permitted on the line while carrying a side arm.

RSO will demonstrate range boundaries:

“This is the assembly area, this is the ready line, these are the numbered target frames that designate the firing points, this is the firing line.”
“Rifles must be pointed in a safe direction at all times; this means down range or straight up.”

“Watch your muzzle - Do not sweep personnel.”
Only shooters and coaches are permitted on the firing points.  Only one coach per shooter is permitted.
All shooters and coaches must wear ear and eye protection while on the firing line and the range is hot. 
All persons in the assembly area must wear at least ear protection while the range is hot; eye protection is recommended.

Under no circumstance will anyone be permitted on the firing line or at the firing points while personnel are down range.

You must be physically, mentally, and emotionally capable of safely completing the course of fire. Anyone who in the opinion of the Range Master or any RSO or RO is not capable of safely handling their rifle or completing the course of fire will be asked to leave the range.  No appeals; no refunds of entry fees.
Carrying firearms is defined by the CMP Rule Book (15th edition, 2011) as “…physically moving a firearm to and from the assembly area and to and from the firing line. Any rifle being carried on the range must have an Empty Chamber Indicator (ECI) inserted when carried.”  We have a few ECI’s available for loan; does anyone need an ECI?
Handling firearms is defined as “…anything a shooter does to operate the mechanism of the firearm, shoulder, aim, dry fire, load, practice loading, putting a sling on, or any other action that would prepare the shooter to fire the rifle” (CMP rules 15th ed.)
In general, handling a firearm behind the firing line is not permitted. Provided you keep the rifle pointed in a safe direction (do not ‘sweep’ personnel) and an ECI is in place you may blacken or adjust sights, adjust your sling so long as you do not put the sling over or on your arm. You may make other minor adjustments to the rifle. You may load loose cartridges into Garand en block clips or stripper clips for bolt-action rifles.

All shooting will be on the “C” Range. Ten target stations are available for the match. A rifle staging table will be placed on the left side of the assembly area for rifle placement prior to the start of each match. All rifles must have ECI’s inserted in the chambers while on the staging table. When your relay or squad is instructed to carry rifles and equipment to the firing line you are permitted to handle your rifle on the line so long as the muzzle is pointed up or down range at all times and the ECI remains inserted. 
Prior to the start of the preparation period you may put your sling on and assume position with your rifle. You may not remove the ECI, close the action, or dry fire until the RM/RO announces the start of the preparation period. 

Do not load until the RM/RO gives the command to load.

During the firing period keep the muzzle of the rifle pointed downrange or straight up (per CMP rules).  If you have a malfunction keep the rifle pointed downrange; if you cannot quickly clear your rifle, keep the rifle pointed downrange and raise your hand; an RO or RSO will assist.
As soon as you complete your string of fire open the action of your rifle, apply the safety, insert an ECI, and ground the rifle. 
Carbine shooters will also need to drop their magazines.

Do not leave your firing point until an RSO has determined you have made the rifle safe (as just described) and indicates you may leave the line.  So long as your squad is shooting, please do not leave the assembly area.

In case of emergency or other cause, any person may call a cease fire.

If any person calls a cease fire, immediately stop shooting and remain in place until given further instructions by the RM or an RSO.

Any person may call a cease fire.

Persons who in the opinion of any RSO or RO are acting in an unsafe manner will normally be warned before further action is taken.  If the violation is serious; or repeated after sufficient warning, the person will be asked to leave the range and may be disqualified. Other action will be taken as warranted.

Course of Fire Briefing (Ron Woods or his designee acting under his direct supervision) 
This is a CMP sanctioned match for as-issued Garands, as-issued U.S. military bolt action rifles, and as-issued Foreign military bolt action rifles.

We are following the CMP Rules, 15th Edition, 2011; the most current edition.

We are shooting the CMP “A” course which occurs in three stages, all fired from 200 yards. Total round count is thirty (30) for record and five (5) sighting shots.
In the interest of saving time, each squad or relay will shoot the complete course of fire. That squad will retire from the firing line and the next relay will take their place.

Stage 1: Slow fire. From the prone, you will have 15 minutes to fire five (5) sighting shots with ten (10) shots for record. When we score targets, the ten (10) best shots will count for record. Since this is classed as a slow fire stage, all rounds must be loaded singly whether bolt rifle or Garand.  Slings may be used.
At the end of this stage we will score and paste targets.

Stage 2: Rapid fire.  Ten (10)  rounds in 80 seconds; standing to prone, fire and a reload.  Garand shooters will fire two (2) and eight (8); bolt rifle shooters will fire five (5) and five (5).  Shooters will start from a standing position*. At the command ‘load’, Garand shooters will apply the safety, load two (2) rounds using an en bloc clip, close the action, and stand by.  
M1 Garand. After the commands ON THE FIRING LINE STAND…WITH BOLTS CLOSED ON EMPTY CHAMBERS…LOAD, any competitor with an M1 Garand must place a clip and two (2) rounds in the magazine and close the bolt on an empty chamber by over-riding the top round in the magazine. When the … command TARGETS is given, competitors must drop into the prone position and then cycle the bolt to chamber the first round. No round may be chambered until the competitor is in the prone, down position. A competitor is considered in position when one elbow is on the ground in prone.
After firing two (2) rounds, they must reload with a full en block clip of eight (8) rounds, and complete the series within the time limit.

Bolt rifle shooters will load five (5) rounds leaving the bolt open, and standby.  
M1 Carbine. After shooters stand and are given the command LOAD, they must close the bolt on an empty chamber and insert a magazine with five (5) rounds; competitors may not chamber a round while standing. After the firing time begins, shooters must get into position, cycle the bolt to chamber the first round, fire five (5) shots, reload a second magazine with five (5) rounds and complete the series within the time limit.

At the command to fire, shooters will go into the prone position, fire their loaded rounds, reload, and fire their remaining rounds (Garand shooters will fire eight (8) rounds from a full en bloc clip; bolt rifle shooters will fire five (5) rounds). Slings may be used.
At the end of this stage we will score and paste targets.

Stage 3: Slow fire. Ten (10) rounds in 10 minutes, all standing. All rounds must be loaded singly whether bolt rifle or Garand. Slings may NOT be used during this stage and must be fastened tight to the rifles (parade configuration) or may be removed (see page 34, 6.9.7 (2)).

At the end of this stage we will score and paste targets.

When you complete your course of fire please give your score sheets to (name designated person). We will post the scores ASAP.

The next relay will then be called to the firing line.

I will repeat the course of fire at each stage.

Relay (1, 2, etc.) please move to your firing points. All personnel please apply ear and eye protection at this time.  The range is going hot.

Shooters, your 3 minute preparation period begins, NOW. Your three minute preparation period has begun.
Shooters, your 3 minute preparation period has ended.

Shooters, load.

Is the line ready?

Ready on the left; ready on the right, the line is ready.

Shooters, when you hear the whistle, your time has begun and you may commence firing.

Whistle (signal to begin firing).

Stage one 15 minutes (plus three minute preparation period)

Stage two 80 seconds (plus three minute preparation period)

Stage three 10 minutes (plus three minute preparation period).

When time is up; the RM will sound their whistle and call time is up.

Whistle (signal to stop firing)

When the CRSO, with the assistance of RSOs and ROs, determines all rifles are grounded and ECI’s are properly inserted into all rifles on the line, the RM will announce the range is cold.

This will be repeated for each stage. The RM should remind shooters of the course of fire prior to giving the command to load for each stage.
