John C. Garand, Vintage Bolt Action, and Foreign Bolt Action service rifle matches
CMP Course “A”
This match is compliant with CMP Competition Rules 15th Edition - 2011
SAFETY:  Firearms safety is of paramount importance and will not be compromised under any circumstances. The National Rifle Association Firearms Safety Rules* and the posted rules of Parker County Sportsman Club are the primary firearms safety rules source for today’s matches. Extreme or repeated disregard of safety will result in immediate expulsion from the match. Extreme or blatant disregard of instruction from Range Safety Officers or Range Officers will result in immediate expulsion from the match.  

*NRA Safety Rules

1.  Always keep the gun pointed in a safe direction.

2.  Always keep your finger off the trigger until ready to shoot.

3.  Always keep the gun unloaded until ready to use.

4.  Know your target and what is beyond.

5.  Know how to use the gun safely.

6.  Be sure the gun is safe to operate.

7.  Use only the correct ammunition for your gun.

8.  Wear eye and ear protection as appropriate.

9.  Never use alcohol or over-the-counter, prescription or other drugs before or while shooting.

10. Regular cleaning is important in order for your gun to operate correctly and safely.

11. Before cleaning your gun, make absolutely sure that it is unloaded.

Additional match safety rules (please refer also to the pre-match safety briefing):
1. Ear and eye protection are required to be worn at all times when on the firing line. 

2. Ear protection is required for all persons in the assembly area when the range is “hot”; eye protection is recommended.

3. Anyone may call a cease fire.

4. Obey instructions of Range Safety Officers and Range Officers; failure or refusal to do so may result in disqualification from the match and expulsion from the range.

5. Shoot only your designated target.

6. Do not overshoot the berms.

7. Shooters carrying pistols (CHL holders) must keep them locked in their vehicles; you cannot be permitted on the line with a side arm.

8. Only shooters and coaches are permitted on the firing points. Only one coach per shooter.
9. All shooters and coaches must wear ear and eye protection while on the firing line and the range is hot. All persons in the assembly area must wear at least ear protection while the range is hot.

10. Under no circumstance will anyone be permitted on the firing line or at the firing points while personnel are downrange.

11. You must be physically, mentally, and emotionally capable of safely completing the course of fire. Anyone who in the opinion of the Range Master or any RSO or RO is not capable of safely handling their rifle or completing the course of fire will be asked to leave the range. No appeals.
12. ‘Carrying firearms’ is defined by the CMP Rule Book as “…physically moving a firearm to and from the assembly area and to and from the firing line. Any rifle being carried on the range must have an Empty Chamber Indicator (ECI) inserted when carried.”  
13. Handling Firearms: In general, ‘handling a firearm’ behind the firing line is not permitted.  Handling firearms is defined as “…anything a shooter does to operate the mechanism of the firearm, shoulder, aim, dry fire, load, practice loading, putting a sling on, or any other action that would prepare the shooter to fire the rifle” (CMP rules 15th ed., 2011).  Provided an ECI is in place you may blacken or adjust sights, adjust your sling so long as you do not put the sling over or on your arm. You may make other minor adjustments to the rifle. You may load loose cartridges into Garand clips or stripper clips.
14. When your relay or squad is instructed to carry your rifles and equipment to the firing line you are permitted to handle your rifle on the line so long as the muzzle is pointed down range at all times and the ECI remains inserted. 

15. Prior to the start of the preparation period you may put your sling on and assume position with your rifle. You may not remove the ECI, close the action, or dry fire until the RM/RO announces the start of the preparation period. 

16. Do not load until the RM/RO gives the command to load.

17. During the firing period keep the muzzle of the rifle pointed downrange or straight up (per CMP rules).  If you have a malfunction keep the rifle pointed downrange; if you cannot quickly clear your rifle, keep the rifle pointed downrange and raise your hand; an RO or RSO will assist.

18. “Sweeping” with a firearm is cause for immediate removal from the firing line or assembly area.
19. As soon as you complete your string of fire open the action of your rifle, apply the safety, insert an ECI, and ground the rifle. Carbine shooters must also remove their magazines.

20. Do not leave your firing point until an RSO has determined you have made your rifle safe (as just described) and indicates you may leave the line.  So long as your squad is shooting, please do not leave the assembly area.

21. In case of emergency or other cause, any person may call a cease fire.

22. If any person calls a cease fire, immediately stop shooting and remain in place until given further instructions.

23. Persons who in the opinion of an RSO or RO are acting in an unsafe manner will normally be warned before further action is taken.  If the violation is serious; or repeated after sufficient warning, the person will be asked to leave the range; further action will be taken as warranted.

24. Please report any accidents/injuries to a Range Safety Officer or Range Officer immediately. 
25. Eating or use of tobacco products on the firing line is prohibited. 
26. Alcoholic beverages are prohibited on Parker County Sportsman Club property.

27. All firearms and ammunition are subject to safety inspection and inspection for compliance with CMP Competition Rules 15th Edition – 2011.

28. Rifles must be “as issued” M1 Garands or bolt action military service rifles – See CMP Competition Rules 15th Edition – 2011 for further explanation.
29. Tracer and armor piercing ammunition is not permitted.
